1. What Avotin-A Cream is and what it is used for

The name of your medicine is Avotin-A 0.05% w/w cream. Avotin-A contains a medicine called
tretinoin. This is similar to Vitamin A.

Avotin-A Cream is used to treat acne (also called acne vulgaris) and is for use in people with
oilyskin.

It will normally take 6 to 8 weeks for your skin to improve. This means you will need to be
patient.

2. What you need to know before you use Avotin-A Cream

Do not use Avotin-A Cream if:

* You are allergic to anything in Avotin-A listed in section 6

« You are pregnant.

*+ You have ever had a tumor of the top layer of your skin or if this condition runs in your family

* You have inflamed red dry and scaly skin eczema

+ You have a skin problem which can cause redness on the cheeks nose chin or forehead acne
rosacea

«+ The skin around your mouth is irritated peri oral dermatitis

+ You have sunburn or skin irritation with redness peeling or itching Your skin will need time to
recover from this before you start using Avotin-A

+ You have been using a skin peeling agent which removes the top layers of your skin, your skin will
need time to recover before you start using Avotin-A

Avotin-A is not recommended for children under 10 years of age

Do not use this medicine if any of the above applies to you. If you are not sure talk to your doctor or
pharmacist before using Avotin-A

Using other skin products

* You should not use harsh astringent or rough exfoliating cosmetic products while using Avotin-A
This includes skin peeling agents which remove the top layers of the skin or products that contain
alcohol It also includes products which have a strong drying effect on your skin such as some face
masks cleansers or toners

+ You may use ordinary make up or moisturisers but do not apply them at the same time as Avotin-A

Taking other medicines

Please tell your doctor or pharmacist if you are having or have recently had any other medicines
particularly other medicines applied to your skin. This includes medicines that you buy without a
prescription or herbal medicines. This is because Avotin-A can affect the way some other medicines
work. Also some other medicines can affect the way Avotin-A works. Using Avotin-A with other
medicines for the treatment of acne may irritate your skin

Pregnancy and breast-feeding

Do not use this medicine if you are pregnant, think you may be pregnant or might become pregnant.
This is because it may affect the baby

Talk to your doctor before using this medicine if you are breast feeding

Ask your doctor or pharmacist for advice before taking any medicine if you are pregnant or breast
feeding

Important information about some of the ingredients of Avotin-A
Avotin-A contains butylated hydroxytoluene. This can irritate your eyes, eyelids, mouth, and nostrils
if it comes into contact with them

3. How to use Av Cream

Always use this medicine exactly as described in this leaflet or as your doctor, nurse or pharmacist
have told you. Check with your doctor or pharmacist if you are not sure.

How much to use

+ Normally you start by using Avotin-A once a day

+ When your skin has improved your doctor may suggest that you use it less often. It may take 6 to 8
weeks of treatment before your skin improves

Preparing your skin

Before applying Avotin-A

+ Wash your skin thoroughly with a mild soap

« Dry your skin without rubbing

+ Do not wash treated skin more than twice a day

How and where to use

+ You only need to apply a small amount

« Lightly cover the affected areas of your skin

+ Use cotton wool or the tips of clean fingers

+ Do not let too much of this medicine collect in folds of the skin such as where your nose meets
your face

+ Do not use any Avotin-A on cracked or weeping skin such as eczema

+ Do not use any Avotin-A on your eyes, eyelids, nostrils or mouth mucous membranes If it goes into
any of these areas wash them with water

Protection from the sun, cold or wind
Avoid being in the sun for too long while you are using Avotin-A. Do not use sunlamps or sunbeds

Avotin-A Cream

Tretinoin 0.05% wiw

while you are using Avotin-A

If you need to go out in the sun often

+ Use a sunscreen lotion with a sun protection factor (SPF) of at least 15

+ Wear a broad rimmed hat

+ Wear loose cotton clothes that will protect treated areas of your skin from the sun
While using Avotin-A you may also get some skin irritation in very cold or windy weather

If you use too much Avotin-A

Do not use too much of this medicine, Your skin will not improve any faster

If you use too much Avotin-A your skin might go red, It may also peel and feel uncomfortable, If this
happens stop using Avotin-A until all these symptoms have gone away

If you swallow Avotin-A

Only use Avotin-A on the skin, If any is swallowed talk to a doctor or go to the nearest hospital
casualty department straight away

If you have any further questions on the use of this product, ask your doctor, nurse, or pharmacist.

4. Possible side effects

Like all medicines, this medicine can cause side effects, although not everybody gets them.
Stop using Avotin-A and tell your doctor straight away if you notice any of the following
serious side effects. You may need medical treatment.

« Severe irritation or reddening of your skin or other signs of allergy during the first few days of
treatment. This only happens in a small number of people

« Blistering or crusting skin

« A burning feeling on the skin or swollen skin

« Your eye or eyes become swollen or irritated

If you get any of the above stop using this medicine and tell your doctor straight away

The side effects listed below usually go away as treatment continues.

+ Dry or peeling skin, This may go on for longer than the other side effects in this list

+ Warm skin or skin which stings

« Itchy or red skin or a skin rash

« Light or dark patches on your skin

If any of the above are severe or last for a long time talk to your doctor or pharmacist

It is not known whether using Avotin-A can increase the risk of skin tumours caused by sunlight
Reporting of side effects

If you get any side effects, talk to your doctor, nurse, or pharmacist. This includes any possible
side effects not listed in this leaflet.

5. How to store Avotin-A Cream

+ Keep this product out of the sight and reach of children.

«+ Store below 30°C and away from light

+ Do not use this product after the expiry date which is stated on the label and carton. The expiry
date refers to the last day of that month.

+ Do not throw away any medicines via wastewater or household waste. Ask your pharmacist
how to throw away medicines if you no longer use. These measures will help to protect the
environment.

What Avotin-A Cream contains

Each gram of the cream contains:

The active substance is: Tretinoin 0.5mg

Inactive Ingredients are: Ceteareth -6 and Stearyl Alcohol, Ceteareth 25, Glyceryl Monostearate,
Cetyl Alcohol, Vaseline, Yellow Beeswax, Cetearyl Octanoate, Imidurea, Methyl paraben, Propy!
paraben, Propylene Glycol, Titanium Dioxide, Butylated Hydroxyanisole, and Purified Water.
